MEMBERSHIP COMPOSITION:  Twelve elected faculty members with academic rank, as follows:  One each from the Business Administration, Education and Allied Professions, Engineering, Law, and Libraries; two from the Arts and Humanities divisions of the College of Arts and Sciences; one from the Sciences division of the College of Arts and Sciences; one from the Social Sciences division of the College of Arts and Sciences; and three at-large members.  No 

member shall be an administrative official or one who serves on Deans’ staffs.
