2010-2011 ACADEMIC ISSUES LIST

1. Senate Composition:  September 2010 ECAS established a subcommittee to examine the need for a constitutional amendment addressing voting positions on the senate. This senate subcommittee will consider, in particular, voting rights for several Deans’ positions created in the recent past, which expand those particular Deans’ roles into the office of the President or the Provost.  If a constitutional amendment is eventually called for and approved by the Senate, it will go for a vote by all university tenured and tenure track faculty, requiring two-thirds of a majority of faculty voting.  It would also need ratification by the President of the University and the Board of Trustees. 

2. Graduate Transfer Credit Policy: September 2010 ECAS sent to the APC the proposed changes to the graduate transfer policy.  The APC will review the graduate school proposal, possibly make amendments and if approved by the APC, the document will be sent to the full Senate for review and a possible vote.  If approved, it will return to the Provost’s Council for final vote. 

3. Academic Dishonesty Form: In April 2010 the SAPC developed a revised “Academic Dishonesty Form,” utilizing feedback from ECAS.  In September 2010, ECAS sent the revised form to the APC for further review.  The form will assist faculty in reporting cases of academic dishonesty to the appropriate deans.  

4. Review of Teaching Evaluation: The 2009-2010 Evaluation, Review and Innovation Committee reviewed the current assessment document used to evaluate teaching at UD. ECAS and SAPC agreed on the need to revise the current document.  FAC will continue a discussion of the "philosophy and forms" of student evaluation in the Fall of 2010.

5. Intellectual Property Rights - (in reference to Academic side only) The university-wide Subcommittee on Intellectual Property Rights has drafted a paragraph statement to be included in the Faculty Handbook.  The statement will be under review by FAC and the full senate in the Fall of 2010.

6. University Nominations and Recruitment Committee Procedures: The University Nominations and Recruitment Committee has developed a draft of a procedures manual.  The manual is under review by ECAS and the full senate in the Fall of 2010.

7. Academic Titles – During 2009-2010, a subcommittee of McGrew and Farrelly rewrote and gained approval on changes to the "Lecturer" description in the Faculty Handbook.  The subcommittee will continue to work on possible changes to replace the “contingent faculty” category.

8. Maternity Leave Policy –In 2008 the FAC reviewed the Faculty Maternity Leave Policy (04-06) and presented a set of revisions passed by the Senate in 2009.
