Opening Prayer:  J. Farrelly opened the meeting with a poem and prayer.

Approval of Minutes: The minutes of October 26, 2009 were approved.

Announcements:

1. A. Mari announced that J. Saliba met with SGA members to discuss the tentative academic calendar for 2010-2011. Mr. Mari reported that the majority of the SGA senators were in favor of this calendar.

2. R. Kearns asked if ECAS was going to further discuss the ramifications of the proposed calendar.

3. H. Gauder distributed library brochures pertaining to the Roesch Library exhibit entitled “At the Manger-World Nativity Traditions; http://library.udayton.edu/manger. This exhibit will commence on Saturday,  November 28,  2009 and will conclude on Sunday January  24, 2010 at the University of Dayton Roesch Library, 1st and 2nd floors.
Old Business:

1. APC-D. Darrow reported on the minutes of the APC meeting of October 30, 2009. T. Skill noted that his office is looking into getting a PDF version of the academic bulletin. UDIT’s goal is to get the entire bulletin as a PDF if it can be done affordably. Academic advising for AY09-10 will be done using Colleague even though student registration for the Fall term 2010 will be processed through Banner. Advising will switch to Banner for AY10-11. P. Donnelly distributed a handout summarizing each of the working group’s progress. Donnelly reported that all groups are making progress, although some groups have a more complex task because they have to work across units. Some groups feel that the December 15, 2009 target is ambitious, but Provost J. Saliba wants the task accomplished and has offered resources if groups need to get done on time. J. Hess reported other concerns from the Humanities Sub council and the Department of History. One of the major concerns from this group is the lack of a diversity working group. 
2. FAC-D. Biers reported that the FAC did not meet during this reporting period.

3. SAPC-R. Kearns reported that the SAPC would meet on November 5, 2009 to discuss the tentative academic calendar for 2010-2011 and also to discuss the University of Dayton Honor Code.

4. R. Wells reported that the University Nominating and Recruitment Committee met on October 27, 2009 and elected A. Jipson to serve as Chair. This committee agreed to develop a working operations and procedures document; to set up a web site or QuickPlace site on the Academic Senate home page; and will meet on  January 10, 2010 to begin work on specific tasks assigned to the committee.

5. D. Darrow reported on his meeting with D. Wright pertaining to the on-line evaluations of “student evaluations of faculty teaching.” D. Wright reported that the on-line evaluations could easily be done using Isidore. Wright suggested that perhaps this format could be used as early as the Fall 2009 semester as a pilot project in approximately twenty courses. D. Darrow will draft a letter to the various Deans asking for their assistance in selecting tenured faculty and courses to be evaluated using the on-line process.
New Business:
1. A. Mari asked about requesting extended Library and LTC hours for final examination week.
